When completed in 2012, 850 Lake Shore Drive will have 128 one-  and two- bedroom 

independent living residences, ranging in size from 1,123 to 3,820 square feet, and 11 
apartments on a �oor designed and licensed for assisted living. Independent living 
entrance fees, expected to start in the  $600,000s, are 90 percent refundable when a 
resident leaves the community. The monthly service fee will cover utilities and real 
estate taxes , as well as a variety of services, amenities, activities and meals o�ered at the 
community.
