Removal of giant chandelier marks start of interior renovation  

T he removal of a stunning , 7-foot antique silver chandelier from 850 Lake Shore Drive 

(www.850LSD.com) March 11, 

2010, marks the anticipated arrival 

of a City of Chicago building 

permit by Matthew Phillips (right ), 

president and CEO of Integrated 

Development Group, which saved 

the beautiful  1920s Beaux Arts  

structure from demolition  two 

years ago. When interior 

renovation is completed in 2012, 

the restored chandelier will be 

reinstalled  and 850 Lake Shore 

Drive will become a high -end 

senior retirement community with 

outstanding amenities and 

excellent views of Lake Michigan directly across the street.   

Joining Phillips is Doug Seaman, owner of Archistoric Products that is restoring the 

priceless chandelier, which again will hang in the dining room – as it did since the 1920s in 

what was originally the Lake Shore Athletic Club. With an estimated project cost of $150 

million, the new community will provide 128 independent living apartments, 11 assisted 

living apartments  and ample indoor parking.
